FOR FUTURE TEACHERS

Teaching is interesting creative and important work. What is social function of teaching? When
one lists all possible roles of the teacher two main categories emerge. One category refers to the
teacher as director of learning. This includes all those activities and concepts that are related to
teaching as an activity or a process. The other category refers to the social function of teaching,
the teacher as mediator of the culture. Under this category are included those roles that relate to
the public nature of the teacher’s job, the stake of society in teaching as an aspect of cultural
continuity.

A teacher must honestly know his work, his particular subject, and his special group of co-
learners. A good teacher studies constantly, reviews researches his subject, perfects his
knowledge.

A teacher should display his love for his work. He should be deeply interested in what he teaches
and he should openly share his employment of his subject. Where there is no love, let him bring
love. The rest is easy.



A teacher must love children. He must love not only the children that are good, clean and
beautiful, but also those that are uncared for, maladjusted and difficult.

The second group, in fact, needs the teacher’s love more than the first one. If the teacher cannot
love children, he must at least respect them. If the teacher cannot build up a feeling of respect
und understanding for the children he must teach, he should leave a profession. The only guide
that can be offered to build up the mutual understanding with children is to learn to know them.
A teacher must know his pupils and establish the kind of personal relationship that will engender
a cooperative classroom climate — an attitude that they are working together to develop the
knowledge and skills that will lead to effective teaching.

The job of the teacher is to provide the stimulus for the effort at understanding that relationship.
But the effort must be that of the student. In other words, the teacher’s task is in provoking his
students into educating themselves. In this process, the teacher too expects to be provoked - and
to be educated.

Study text and do the following assignments

A. A boarding school is mostly a secondary school in which boys or girls not only go to
school, but where they also sleep, eat and study. Most boarding schools are also attended by a
number of day pupils, who live in the immediate neighborhood, or, as in the country, are taken to
school by buses.

B. A day school can provide often no more than a seven-hour day, while the boarding school
provides a fourteen-hour day. That means that after the lessons are over, the day pupils go home
and that there are no further activities. There is an English saying: "All work and no play make
Jack a dull boy." And most English boarding school there are set times for study, lessons, but
also for sports, music, drama, debating, photography and games.

C. The perfect, a boy or girl from the highest form, is appointed not to deal with 1 classroom
situation. The classroom is the teacher's kingdom. In a boarding school there are about ten hours
a day which are spent neither in lessons nor in sleep. This time is mainly the opportunity and
responsibility.

D. A boarding school is divided into "houses”. A "house" consists of pupils of all ages, n
only of pupils of one form. The perfect’s role is rooted in his house. It is his home and he very
strongly influences the atmosphere. He has as one of his tasks to encourage the younger
members of a house. The perfect operates in a society which, though bigger than a form, is still
small enough (fifty would be a fairly average number) and close enough to form a real society.
The members of a "house" help each other, work with each other, do sports together and are each
others’ responsibility. The perfect is the head of such a "house".

E. One of the main problems is undoubtedly a matter of discipline. It is easier to control a
smaller number of pupils and to give quite a lot of responsibility to one of the pupils, the perfect
He is even allowed to punish members of his "house". Often, the perfect is more severe than the
teachers. And as mentioned above, the pupils help each other wherever possible.

F. There are people who state that there is a gap between the outside world and the
community of the boarding school. They also say that pupils coming from this kind of school
have more difficulty in becoming real members of the community outside the school.
